Wanda Casey is FEMA’s Deputy Program Manager for the Urban Search & Rescue office. Ms. Casey says that 12 teams have been deployed to respond to the terrorist activities.

We have eight task forces that are deployed currently at New York. And three are currently working on three different sectors; that is three different buildings. We have four task forces at the Pentagon that are currently working operations there.

The teams have already begun operations.

Right now, they’re going through, setting up, finding out where the most hit areas, where is the need basically for these task forces, what types of tools do they need in that area, and putting their resources to that area to extract victims that have been collapsed in a pancake-type pattern.

More teams will be deployed if necessary.

We are anticipating sending four additional task forces to help with the New York operations. Once they get us the requirement, we will be sending them to that location.
