The Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA) is required to provide public notice in appropriate local newspapers that these SEAs are available to the public for review and comment.  Public notices for the above-identified SEAs will appear in the Charleston Gazette in Charleston, Kanawha County and the Daily Mail in Charleston, Kanawha County from September 5 to September 7, 2001.  Individual public review and comment period of these SEAs will be held concurrently with the public notice.

We ask your assistance with the public notice process.  Three copies of each SEA and a copy of each public notice are provided in this package.  Each published public notice states that interested members of the public can obtain a copy of each SEA at your District Recovery Center.  The notice further states where and by what means interested individuals can provide any comments to the District Field Office (DRC).  

We request that you retain copies of these SEAs for review at your office.  In addition, please post each public notice in a highly visible area in your DRC.  

Typically, there is very little public input; consequently, following the 72-hour comment period deadline that ends at 5:00 p.m. on September 7, 2001, these SEAs can be discarded.
