· Documentation (refer to           comments) – needed when filling out Project Worksheets-floodplain maps, street maps

· Historic and Archeological- 50 years old – key – State Historic Office 

Coordination-bridges, dams, barns-even though it doesn’t look like much 

· Floodplain and Wetlands – DNR permit required for all work in culverts

FEMA with coordinate with USACE for wetlands but local responsibility for floodplain coordination

· Endangered Species – chart in back of book

FEMA/Environmental staff wants to facilitate the approval of your projects
