1) New Video.  “Domestic Preparedness.  Centech – Giat Industries Equipment Program.  Decon and respiratory protection for the populace from a European viewpoint.  Shows a different sort of powered Air Purifying Respirator for victims.  Some interesting ideas are presented in this video.  Approximately 11 minutes. Available through my office.        

2) RSPA (Research & Special Projects Administration) is requesting comments on a research study done by the University of Michigan Transportation Research Institute.  It is called, “The dynamics of Tank-Vehicle Rollover and the Implications for Rollover-Protection Devices.”  They are trying to find out if there is a need for amending regulations concerning protection from rollovers.   Comments can be submitted to Dockets Management System, US DOT, Room PL401, 400 7th St., SW, Washington DC  20590-0001.  Comments must be received by May 15, 2000.  Might be a good idea to check with the Law Enforcement side of the house and get their input also.        

3) If you can locate someone who subscribes to “Police” magazine, you might want to check out an article starting of page 42.  The article is titled, “Weapons of Mass Protection.”  It is written by a person familiar with SWAT operations and nuclear security.  He advocates Law Enforcement obtaining, for special situations, a chemical agent detector.  Specifically the Microsensor System SAW MINICAD mk II.  It is his opinion that this sensor is. “The smallest, lightest, and most dependable multi-agent detector available today.”

HazMat TEAM PROFILE

This month, we highlight the Boeing Company, Everett, Washington.  The Boeing HazMat team serves the Everett plant and the Harbour Pointe Boeing complex in Mukilteo. Thanks to Bill Carberry for providing the information.

CHIEF OF DEPARTMENT:  Fire Chief Ken Kirsch: Boeing Puget Sound.  Deputy is Chief Dave Cook:  Boeing Everett.  

HAZMAT COORDINATOR:  Bill Carberry

POPULATION SERVED:   23,000 Employees

TOTAL DEPARTMENT PERSONNEL:  32 (on-site fire department)

HAZMAT PERSONNEL:  32 fire department, 48 Boeing employee volunteers.

EQUIPMENT:  Command 30 the command vehicle and communication center,  Rescue 30 the confined space rescue equipment,  Engine 30 a fire engine,  Fire Rescue 31 an airport crash truck,  Fire Rescue 32 an airport crash truck,  Fire Rescue 33 an airport crash truck,  Emergency Response Van (H30) level A to C equipment, Ambulance (A30) medical support, HazMat spill truck for level D response equipment.

TRAINING LEVELS:   All 80 people are HazMat Technician level certified with 20 – 24 hours of annual recertification training and drills.

CHALLENGES:   Maintaining team consistency between volunteers and fire professionals across all 3 work shifts.

GOALS:   1) Continuing to try to do more with fewer resources.

2) Spill prevention and ensuring a safe and healthy  environment.

HAZARDS:   Initial (post-=assembly) testing of airplane fuel systems because of the potential volumes involved.

TERRORISM

NOTES

A)   In an Email in January I mentioned this, but it may be worth mentioning again.  21 – 23 February in Houston there will be a “Managing the Terroristic Threat” conference.  You can find out more information on this conference by checking out the web site at www.fightterror.com.  There are some good links there and a few which are not on my Internet address list yet.   

B)   An interesting document you might want to check out is “First Annual Report to the President and the Congress of the Advisory Panel to Assess Domestic Response Capabilities for Terrorism Involving Weapons of Mass Destruction.”  Dated December 15, 1999.  Report can be obtained at www.rand.org/organizations/nsrd/terrpanel/terror/pdf.  This report does not contain anything really new, but what it does, is put in writing what many people have been saying for some time, we need a lot better coordination, training, equipment and leadership in the area of preparation for WMD incidents.

C)   The National League of Cities has published the second edition of, “Local Officials Guide to Domestic Terrorism”.  It is described as “…an excellent resource for municipal leaders and their staff”.  See their website at www.nlc.org   

D)   Tests by the Technical Support Working Group conducted at Aberdeen Proving Grounds have given a thumbs down to the “Fume Free” brand of escape hood called QuickMaskII(   The company will design another version.  

E)   From the December Beacon.  Try www.hopkins-biodefense.org . It contains  “…agent fact sheets, case studies and a calendar of events.,…published materials, including the BioDefense Quarterly, Congressional testimonies, and various articles on terrorism”.    

F)   Closer to home, the Beacon recognized a conference hosted by Montana Emergency Services concerning, “…identifying existing response systems within the region and developing practical strategies incorporating those systems in order to prepare the communities against WMD terrorist attacks”.  Sounds like it was not a ba a a a ad conference.    

G)  Alaska and Idaho, among others, will benefit by a decision from the 

DOD (Department of Defense).  Sometime between March and July of 2000 there will be 17 (Count ‘em, folks, almost double the present number!) Civil Support Teams (Formerly known as RAID).  The cost?  Start at 30 Million.

H) NDPO (National Defense Preparedness Office) appears to be back on track.  They are receiving funding from DOJ and are scheduled to move to their own offices sometime soon this year.
