POPULATION SERVED:

The State of Washington

TOTAL PROGRAM PERSONNEL:
 We have 27 full time responders and 21 after-hours responders (Ecology employees from other programs that support the Spill Response Program after regular work hours).  We also receive valued assistance from 3 National Guard personnel.

TYPE OF EQUIPMENT:

We use one-ton response vehicles plus other assorted conventional vehicles.  Our response tools consist of an array of air monitoring equipment including photo ionization detectors, combustible gas and specific gas indicators, radiation detectors, colorimetric indicators, Hazcat kits, sampling kits, and other chemical specific test kits.  We carry various types of PPE through level B.  Specific to oil spills we include booms, sweep, pads and other sorbents.  Our equipment also consists of a variety of recovery tools including over-packs, labeling kits and various hand tools.

TRAINING LEVELS:

All team members are at the Specialist level.

NUMBER OF CALLS PER YEAR:
4,203 calls per year.  1681 field responses.  This is for year 2000, our numbers for 2001 will be even higher.

CHALLENGES:

Staying up with a challenging call volume while maintaining training levels and equipment at the highest levels of readiness.

GOALS:


We work to provide the best possible protection of life, health and the environment for the citizens of Washington State.  And, we have fun doing it. 

MOST COMMON TYPE OF CALL:
Oil spills are our most common call, but drug labs take most of our field response time.

WHAT CHEMICALS OR HAZARDS POSE THE LAREGEST PROBLEM: 

Our biggest problems involve the disposal of “exotic” chemicals and handling the large quantities of chemicals and materials associated with the ever-increasing numbers of drug labs.  

TERRORISM

6) A disturbing test in Florida showed recently (May 2001) that every medical lab receiving a specimen containing anthrax bacterium, failed to identify it.  Efforts are underway to correct the problem.  I hope that includes other states than just Florida that are working to fix the problem.  

7) If you need a cure for narcolepsy, here it is.  The UN reports that more than 100 terrorist organizations have obtained the material needed to build an atomic weapon.  Included in this group is Bin Laden who is believed to have two functional weapons.  I am sure his moral code will prevent him from using one, right?  

8) According to the New York Times, the increase in terrorist bombings was the reason for an 8% rise in international terrorist attacks in the year 2000 over 1999.
