The Confederated Tribes of the Umatilla Indian Reservation  CHER-CAP  will now be going again.  We anticipate at this time that the time frame for the final drill has been set for March 16, 2002.  If any of you would like to come and see this drill, let me know.    

Kotzebue, Alaska  has been nominated by Alaska  Emergency Management.  We will be talking soon about times and dates for this one, with the final drill most likely happening in late May or early June of 2002.     

There are no others in the works at this time.  If you are interested in CHER-CAP, give me a call.  I will be happy to talk to you or come to your location and give you a presentation on CHER-CAP.

POTPOURRI

1) The American Chemical Council, along with the Chlorine Institute and the Synthetic Organic Chemical Manufacturers Association,  has prepared a guide for implementing a quality site security system.  This problem was noted long before the events of 9-11, but, it is even more appropriate now.  If you would like to see this, try www.americanchemistry.com/cmawebsite.nsf/unid/nnar-53zjjj. 
2) A good site to check for a lot of information, guidelines, websites and others is, www.cdc.gov/niosh/emres01.html.   Lots on information on PPE for responders, supervisor guidance, anthrax information, respirator cleaning suggestions, and much more.  
3) According to Fox News, the EPA is monitoring the sale and distribution of household chemicals that could be manipulated into weapons.  In addition, the EPA is forming a list of those chemicals that could be used to harm water supplies.  This same release also stated that the Justice Department is completing a report to Congress on potential threats to chemical facilities.  
4) Reminder.  The HazMat revisions to maintain alignment with international regulations became effective on October 1.  The August 2001 issue of HazMat 101 news (Archived) has more information on this.  See, www.hazmat101.com. 
5) Notice the link just above?  When you check this site out, you might want to look at the possibility of subscribing to their monthly HazMat publication also.  In addition, they have a list serve.
6) A guide to decon and disinfection can be found at, http://cpmcnet.columbia.edu/dept/ehs/decon.html. This includes a summary of disinfection activities. 
7) At, www.khlaw.com/batteries.htm,  there is a very interesting article on lead-acid batteries.  What this article talks about is the failure of many companies to report them under tier II, when, in fact, they may be required due to the amount of acid stored in the batteries.  This failure to report can result in some hefty fines.  Might want to check with your LEPC and even some of your larger companies to see if this applies. 
8) EPA is awarding more than $22 million in research grants to 5 new hazardous substance research centers.  These five universities are affiliated with 22 other universities.  The only university of the five in our area is Oregon State in Corvallis. They will study below ground problems associated with volatile organic compounds.  If you would like more information on this, call Estella Waldman of EPA at 202 564 6836 or waldman.estella@epa.gov. 
9) Frank “Mr. CAMEO” Bovee from EPA is willing to assist in setting up at least 3 new CAMEO training sessions in the Seattle Metro area.  If you are interested in this sort of training, email Frank with the number of people who would like the training (Single numbers add up), at Bovee.frank@epa.gov.  Snohomish County is working to set one up for April.  This will be a two-day class with Aloha and Marplot added.  More on this class later.
10) Law And Order magazine, November issue has a good article on media relations titled, “Your Critical Incident”.  Copies available.
11) I have some pictures (19) in a Power Point format of a new boom that can double a temporary liquid storage tank.  A 50 foot section holds 720 gallons.  Thanks to Ian Lambton of British Columbia for this heads up.  The boom was demonstrated at Anacortes, Washington recently.  The product is called, “ShoreSaver”.
12) I have copies of a tri-fold brochure produced by the office 
Of the Oregon Fire Marshal, titled, “Is Our Propane Cylinder Safe?  Check out OPDs.”

It is quite an accomplishment.  This one is available for people in Washington State (at least the West side).

There is a further description of the material available at the site. 15)  Attended the EPA Region III, “Odyssey” Conference in Baltimore 

earlier this month.  A lot of good information from a lot of different perspectives.  Most of the information will probably not make it into this publication until next month, however.

16)  Available.  From the EPA Region III conference, “Hospital Management of Chemical/Biological Incidents”.  A 35 page presentation, paper slides with class notes.  

17)  Picked up an interesting little booklet titled, “Hospitals and Community Emergency Response – What You Need To Know”.  It is published by OSHA.  I have only one copy, but would be glad to lend it out or give you the publication numbers. 

18)  If anyone would like a copy, I have the FEMA Guidance on the use of Potassium Iodide by the general public for commercial nuclear power plant accidents.

TERRORISM

1) The Office for Domestic Preparedness (formerly the Office for State and Local Domestic Preparedness Support), has released a new catalog.  It is called the, “ODP Weapons of Mass Destruction Training Program Course Catalog”.  There is a web site where you can download it, but I tried it to no avail.  It might be a lot more simple, if you want the catalog, to call 1 800 368 6498 and order it directly.  

2) It is not just the U.S. that has been affected by the events of 9-11.  An article from the Toronto Star estimates that as of the end of December, the attacks have also cost Canada $5 billion. 

3) At, www.usfa.fema.gov/cipc/ignov1501.htm,  is a program concerning the need for all fire and emergency medical departments to look at their need to implement a critical infrastructure protection program.  I believe this is well worth checking out.

4) The state of Washington has established guidelines for the handling of suspicious packages.  There are three documents, one of which is a decision tree, with this package and it can be mailed electronically.

5) An interesting discussion is the use of the Posse Comitatus law now that terrorism has invaded our boundaries.  There are those who are looking at possible exceptions to this law in regard to terrorism.  I have a page and a half article if you are interested. 

6) EPA has a site, which explains their role and responsibility in a terrorism event.  This includes help to local responders in planning for emergencies, training, and resources.  Please refer to, www.epa.gov/swercepp/ct-epro.htm. 

7) Security experts are now telling water officials to increase surveillance of their property.  The story can be found at www.nctimes.net/news/2001/20011129/11111.html. 

8) SBCCOM has a presentation (slide) on, “Chemical Weapons Improved Response Program – Guidelines for Mass Casualty Decontamination During a Terrorist Chemical Agent Incident”.  If you cannot find it, I have copies.

THE LAST WORD

I thought that this certainly put a lot of things in perspective when you consider the current world situation.  I am not sure who wrote this, but it sure made me think.
