CHER-CAP HAPPENINGS

The Confederated Tribes of the Umatilla Indian Reservation  held their CHER-CAP  drill on March 16, 2002.  Although the five days prior to the drill had been fairly decent weather, we woke up to about 1.5 inches of snow on the ground Saturday morning.  By the end of the drill, however, most of it was gone.  It made for a great looking picture.  Overall, the drill went well.  Presently, the evaluators are completing their paperwork and then Ken Harlan (Mucho thanks to Ken) will put together the final report in draft form.  After it is all accepted, I will check to see if the Chief will be willing to release any or all of the report for those that might want to take a  look at it.  We ended up using 7 victims for the hospital and the Yellowhawk clinic.  Two classes were given to the Tribal Police during this time.  The class included Police Response to HazMat and an ERG class.  My thanks go to; Chief Ken Gray of the Umatilla Tribal Fire Dept., Assistant Chief Rob Burnside and Firefighter James Hall for all their help on this exercise.  There were many more who helped from the Tribal Police, Yellowhawk Clinic, St Anthony’s Hospital, Union Pacific Railroad, Hermiston Fire Department, LaGrande Fire Department and Pendleton Fire Department, lots of volunteers and the great ladies who made us a lunch afterwards which include one of my favorites, Fry bread.  The evaluators for this exercise included several from Franklin County, Washington who had their exercise last September.  To all who helped, thank you very much we could not have done it without you.

The Kotzebue, Alaska  phase II meeting was held March 6th in Kotzebue.   We are now in the process of reviewing plans, setting up training and refining the final exercise.  In addition to the meeting we had two Incident Command classes and a HazMat Awareness class for local responders. The next meting for Phase III will be the week of April 24.

There are no others in the works at this time.  If you are interested in CHER-CAP, give me a call.  I will be happy to talk to you or come to your location and give you a presentation on CHER-CAP.

POTPOURRI

1)  Looking for commercial HazMat training?  Two sites I have found recently are, first, Argus Pacific out of Seattle.  Their web site is, www.arguspacific.com. The other is HAZ-MAT Response out of Olathe, Kansas.  Their web site is, www.haz-matresponse.com. I do not know anything about either company, but they seem to offer some training that is hard to find elsewhere.  

2) A little late, but the State of Washington is having a HazMat workshop at the HAMMER facility in Richland, WA April 6 & 7.  The topics will be; bioterrorism – building collapse – air monitoring, utilities response, ammonia response and railroad response.   This is designed for department who may not ordinarily me able to attend workshops, hence it is on the weekend.  The conference last year was well attended and this year promises to be even better.  Contact Ron Bowen at 360 753 0357 or Mark Ligman at 800 562 6108 for more information.  

3) The Idaho LEPC Conference For 2002 will be the week of September 9, in Moscow, Idaho.  The 2001 Conference was interrupted by the events of September 11, 2001.  

4) CHEMTREC and DuPont are offering a series of emergency response training classes.  The classes are for a fee (A lot), but if you are interested, check out, www.cvent.com/EventManagement/InvitationTemplates/Center.asp?code=ezzlhezio   I tried the address given without a lot of luck.

5) In a letter to the ZEPA, the White House has stated that the agency must do a better job notifying the public in a timely manner about industrial releases of toxic chemicals.  Specifically, they are referring to TRI data that is used by many communities.  The agency is supposed to respond within 60 days.  The letter did not refer, that I could see, to any additional funding to provide better reports.  

6) The State of Oregon LEPC (They have only one that functions much the same as most states SERCs) have produced a program very similar to CHER-CAP.  Their program is designed to take place over a 14-month period of time with one facility in a community in a 56-step process.  This process includes an exercise.  If you would like to see their program, let me know and I will get you a copy or refer you to someone in Oregon who can brief you on their process. The program is called the Community Capability Assessment Program.

7) From the Natural Hazards Observer.  There is a new alliance to promote collaboration to improve disaster plans and increase the ability of emergency responders to prepare for the new challenges of terrorism.  This seems to be primarily for health related facilities.  It includes the American Health Association, IAFC, National EMS and a number of other organizations.  They have a web site at, www.aha.org/Emergency/Resources/PartnershipForSafety.asp.  If this does not work, try the AHA site and look for partnerships.  You may also call the AHA at 312 422 3000.  It looked interesting, and may prove useful for hospitals and medical personnel. 

8) REQUEST.  I have received an inquiry that I will pass on to all of you, and perhaps someone can help me out.  A fire marshal here in the region is looking for a template, form, guidance or general direction on what to look for in regards to hazardous materials when inspecting a business.  This information would be used in prevention measures.  How should chemicals be separated, are there things to look for in the area where they are dispersed and that sort of thing.  I am not aware of anything, and I hope I am making myself clear.  Does anyone get enough of a drift to help me out here?  If not, please give me a call and perhaps I can explain it better on the phone.  Thanks.

9) Ran across an interesting report.  Actually, the State of Washington alerted me to this.  At www.regionalstewardship.org/Documents/REPCSReport.pdf, there is a report that looks at regional cooperation in emergency services.  This was very obviously a factor in the events of September 11.  This report reviews the state of regional cooperation, gives examples and recommends actions to be taken to support the development of regional emergency preparedness compacts.  The document is about 42 pages.  If you cannot access this site, I have a copy.  

10) Another report I came across is, “Local Emergency Preparedness and Response Inventory:  A Tool for Rapid Assessment of Local Capacity to Respond to Bioterrorism, Outbreaks of Infectious Disease, and Other Public Health Threats and Emergencies”.  This is from the CDC, dated March 2002.  I do not have a web site for this 35-page document, but I do have copies.  Lots of checklists and self-inventory material.  

11) This comes under the heading of “In case you have ever wondered” department.  Years ago I talked to a trucker at a rest stop who had a radiation placard on his vehicle.  When asked about it, he said he was carrying nothing radioactive, but when he used the radiation placard while he was out of the vehicle, no one messed with his truck. Seemed logical and like a good idea at the time.  At that time, I did not realize that this was a no-no.  So, if you ever run across a similar situation, CFR 49 171.2 says, “No person shall, by marking or otherwise, represent that a hazardous material is present in a package, container, motor vehicle, rail car, aircraft, or vessel, if the hazardous material is not present”.

TERRORISM

1) 100% wintergreen oil will get a reading on the HAZMATCAD Plus monitor.  Several others I have heard about involve using the ROSCOE smoke generator.  The regular fluid will evidently activate the APD 2000 for nerve and blister alternately.  When the smoke fluid is mixed with 10 – 20 cc of oil of peppermint it will hit on nerve agent at high level on the APD 2000.  Evidently, this same mixture will eventually trigger the SAW Minicad. 

2) If you have a seaport in your jurisdiction, you should make sure they are aware of the Port Security Grants Program.  This fund has $93 million available.  Have them check out https://www.portsecuritygrants.dottsa.net. This program was scheduled to stop on March 28, but check it out anyway.  Very late notice given.

3) I have not yet been able to locate the study, so if anyone knows where it is, let me know.  According to an article in the March 12 Washington Post, a previously undisclosed study by the Army Surgeon General concludes that as many as 2.4 million people could be killed or injured in a terrorist attack against a U.S. toxic chemical plant in a densely populated area.  Is your LEPC looking at this sort of thing and planning for it?  If you do not know or if it is not, it might be time to find out.  

4) The Mayor of Seattle is proposing an Emergency Preparedness Bureau in the Seattle Police Department.  The unit will prepare plans and infrastructure surveys, direct the EOC when it is activated, take actions to protect the power grid and water supply, oversee joint readiness exercises and other training, coordinate efforts with emergency management and other levels of law enforcement and direct recovery efforts in the aftermath of a disaster.  If you would like someone to talk to more about this, let me know.
